Dr. Horst Buchholz

Dr. Horst Buchholz is Director of Sacred Music and
Principal Organist at Denver's Cathedral Basilica of
the Immaculate Conception, as well as Music
Director of the Denver Philharmonic Orchestra.
He also serves as Professor of Church Music at the
St. John Vianney Seminaty, and oversees the organ
program at the University of Denver. He is the
Vice-President of the Church Music Association of
America.

Dr. Buchholz holds two terminal degrees, one in
Church Music from the University of Arts (HdK) in
Berlin, and one in Conducting from Indiana
University in Bloomington.
